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CRICUT MACHINE IN SIMPLE TERMS

With its endless opportunities, Art has become extremely lucrative for business . Crafting
and being creative is all the rage now. As of December 2019, 54% of people worldwide
were actively involved or interested in visual arts. This means that with art as an
economic activity it's possible for the economy of any country to have a stable Gross
Domestic Product (GDP)

The Cricut machine comes in handy for anyone—individuals or crafting business trying
to create beautiful looking pieces of art for personal or commercial use. The Cricut
Machine can be simply defined as a professional looking device used to create:
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Paper crafts.

Gift tags and boxes.

Ornaments.

Custom kitchen accessories and towels.
Crafty/DIY projects

Christmas gifts.

Interior décor signs.

Custom t-shirts.

Birthday presents.

It offers a high level cutting performance of up to ten times compared to other cutting
machines thanks to its powerful blades— rotary and knife. The machine is commonly



referred to as a smart cutter, partly because it uses a precision cutting mechanism
making it ideal for all types of crafts.

So you may be wondering what sort of materials the Cricut Maker machine cuts
through. Here are some of the materials that you can use:

a) Paper.
b) Vinyl
c) Foam.
d) Wood.
e) Cardstock.

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The Cricut Maker is the latest model on the market, its amazing features
and tools in addition to its professional look make this machine stand out from



its predecessors. As of 2019 July the following tools and accessories were added
to create this amazing Cricut Maker;

v" Debossing.
v’ Engraving.
v’ Perforation.
v’ Rotary tools.

In our fast-changing world, it integrates an adaptive system to allow for future
expansion, specifically in the utilization of tools. The Cricut Maker eliminates
additional tools such as the stabilizer when cutting through loose fabric while
other Machines force you to use it.

Cricut Explore uses rotary blades in addition to using the Knife blade to cut
through thicker materials such as thick leather and wood.

The following are some of the tools compatible for both the Cricut Explore and
the Cricut Maker;

Deep point blade.

Fine point blade.

Scoring stylus.

Cricut pens.

Bonded fabric blade.
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THE VERDICT: Cricut Maker is ideal for crafters looking into both quantity and
quality in terms of the cut.
Also ideal for anyone in the craft business as it works with more materials, tools and accessories.

v' Cricut Explore 1
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Among all the models, this particular one is considered the most economical and
basic machine with a price of around $199. Its precise writing, scoring and cutting
functionalities extend to the large number of materials it can cut through (more
than 100 different types).




The Cricut Explore One is also one of the machines which doesn’t need a
cartridge.

Despite its numerous advantages, it's one of the Cricut Machines which lacks a
Bluetooth functionality meaning that it needs a wired connection. From a
creator’s and crafter’s perspective this can be an issue as it may potentially affect
the available crafting space.

Another distinguishable characteristic is its double tool cartridge functionality.
This means one cannot cut and write at the same time: However, if this is not a
problem for you, you should consider buying it giving its affordable price.

v' Cricut Explore Air
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Cricut Explore Air is one of the most versatile machines mainly because it addresses the
issues of the Cricut Explore 1—Bluetooth functionality and secondary tool holder. The
Bluetooth connection allows you to connect the machine to your computer without
using a cord. lIts holder simplifies the design process by allowing one to cut, write or
score at the same time.

THE VERDICT:

Cricut Explore Air is ideal for crafters looking to own a more

pocket friendly

machine with a wireless feature.

Its also ideal for Crafters or business looking to use the secondary

tool holder for multitasking functionality of the cutting, scoring and writing processes.

v’ Cricut Explore Air 2
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One of the main distinguishable features of the Cricut Explore Air 2 is its small size
compared to its predecessor —Cricut Explore 1. Though it retails higher compared to its
predecessors it has twice their cutting speed meaning the time for crafting using this
particular model is reduced significantly.

Another advantage is that it cuts through more than 100 different materials from vinyl
to cardstock in addition to leather and iron —some of the commonly used craft
materials. It also offers the double tool holding advantage meaning that one can cut in
addition to either drawing or scoring at the same time with the left hand holder having
either the pen or scoring tool while the right one contains the blade

THE VERDICT:
Cricut Explore Air 2 is ideal for crafters keen on the cutting speed &

and for the craft business owners who require to produce crafts
commercially.

The family of Cricut Explore machines has the drag-blade technology which typically
moves either up, down or sideways. This movement is advantageous as one can cut a
number of materials otherwise the blade needs to be stabilized or it gets stuck
especially when working with denser materials such as basswood, leather and balsa
wood.

Among all the models above, the Cricut Maker is the latest one by Cricut with the same
performance and functionalities as the Cricut Explore with the difference of added
features and professional look. Another difference is that it goes beyond its
predecessors (Cricut Explore) by eliminating the need of stabilizers when cutting
through fabric using its Rotary Blade.

The Raspberrycolor complements your craft and design space by adding the correct
pop amount to the craft room either by cutting, scoring or pressing. The Merlot design
is better suited for late-night crafters seeking to add some color in their design space.
However, the Persimmon design has the right hue for highlighting the creative space.

CRICUT MAKER UNIQUE?

Here’'s what you will know/gain:

v An understanding of the features which sets the Cricut Maker apart
from other models.

UNIQUE FEATURES OF THE CRICUT MAKER MACHINE

This sleek machine offers 4 kilograms of cutting pressure which is 10X more than what
its sibling the Cricut Air provides. Besides that, the Maker boasts a USB port, rotary
blade, knife blade and a washable fabric pen.

In addition to the handy tools, the Cricut Maker also comes with unlimited access to
Cricut's rich sewing pattern library. So if you love sewing as much as you love die
cutting, this will be a major boost for you.

Basically, each sewing pattern provided here comes in the form of a template of the
item you'd need to sew. The templates are made from paper which means all you would

need to do is trace your favourite pattern on the fabric you intend to use and the job is
pretty much done.

So, let's say you're planning to make a tote bag. With a low-end vinyl cutter, you would
need to produce two side panels, 2 centre panels, and a strap. Once you cut out these
patterns, you'd then be required to trace them onto your fabric before pinning it and
cutting out the pieces ready for sewing. Heck! That's quite dull and time-consuming.

The Cricut Maker, on the other hand, simplifies this task through its Design Space
software. Thanks to this all-new flexibility, all you'll need to do is plug and play and the
machine will do the rest of the stuff for you.

But what in particular makes this a cutter worth dying for? Well, here’s a closer look at
its combination of features.

CRICUT MAKER MACHINE CONS

Due to our human ability and limitations, no machine can be deemed to be 100%
efficient, the Cricut Maker machine is no different and here are some of the some
machine’s inadequacies;

1.

Software—Design space:

If Cricut is serious about remaining perched at the top of the market, they'll
need to take this issue seriously going forward.

Limited cutting space:

Though intuitive the Cricut Maker is quite limiting in some ways especially
owing to the fact that it's web-based—uses the internet.

We have already mentioned about the knife blade and how amazing it is,
however, this doesn’t come with the main package and has to be ordered
separately.

ITHE VERDICT |




Putting into consideration the cons of the machine, Cricut Maker comes as a
good device (it's Pros outweighs it's cons). It's 4kg cutting power, extensive
pattern library and the revolutionary rotary blade are among the reasons we
think this machine is so cool. On the flipside, though, the limited cutting space
and the decision to stick to Design Space software deny it a few points.

On a scale of 5, this model earns itself a well-deserved 4.9. We, therefore, would
like to highly recommend it to any passionate artist who may be looking to take
their passion a notch higher.

Answers to Your
Most Common
Questions

1. Does the design space of the Cricut Maker and that of Explore differ?

No, the design space of the Cricut Maker is similar to that of the Cricut Explore with
its URL location being similar (design.cricut.com) and can be accessed through the
same Cricut Identity via a sign-in. However, the Cricut Maker lacks a smartSet dial
meaning that once you select the cut operation, the Cricut Maker selects the
materials and loads the tools in the machine.

2. Does the Cricut Maker cut fabric patterns such as clothes; pants, shirts,
skirts, blouses etc. ?

Absolutely Yes, the Cricut Machine can cut through fabric patterns the Cricut Maker
comes with 25 patters for sewing to assist you to get started. In addition the Cricut
Maker comes with hundreds of design patterns in collaboration with Simplicity.

3. Does the Cricut Maker etch through glass?



Yes, the Cricut maker can etch glass but not directly. To do this you need to create
and cut your own design patterns using the Design space and applying an etching
cream onto the glass surface.

. Do |l lose my projects, uploaded images and cartridges when upgrading the
Cricut Maker?

No. Your projects, cartridges and uploaded images remain intact the reason being
because you typically use a Cricut ID in the Cricut cloud and not machines with the
same Cricut ID and not the machine itself. So you can be sure all you content will
be accessible with the Cricut Maker.

. Does the Cricut Maker engrave metallic materials such as jewellery or Pet ID
tags?

Yes, but in order to technically achieve this you need a special etching tool for it to
go through a third party. This is because the deep engraving functionality may fail
on some metallic objects. Among such tools you may need is an etching tool by
“Chomas creation” which fits into the Cricut Maker as other tools. With the tool,
you can engrave or etch material such as leather, metal clay, silver, aluminium,
bronze, copper, plastic and acrylic

. Do I need a printer? What printer should | use?

Absolutely No, Cricut machines are not dependent upon printers. However, if you
want to do print and cut projects, then yes, you will need a printer.

If you have an HP printer, | highly recommend using their HP Instant Ink program.
You'll never run out of ink in the middle of an important project again, and you'll
likely save money along the way. There is always a customer satisfaction associated
with using their products.

As far as what printer to get, you just need something that prints color! Some of the
most versatile Hp machine is the HP Envy, but there are a lot of great printers out
there in the market which are not limited to Hp.

. Does there exist any difference in the power Cords of the Cricut Machine?

No, there is a physical difference in the Power cords of the Cricut Machines.
However, there is a difference in the output current with the Cricut Maker's cord
upgraded to supply 3A with its predecessors—Cricut Explore having a 2.5A output
current supply. This adaption also allows you to even charge your mobile phone via

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its charging port on the right hand side while multitasking the cutting/writing
functionalities.

However if you using the Cricut Explore you can still charge the mobile phone
device but the difference is that because of its low current capacity it will either
slow, stutter or even shut off (in extreme cases) because the device will need a
current supply in addition to the cutting operation —which needs more current
supply especially as it requires more cutting pressure.

What materials can | cut using the Cricut Maker?

The Cricut engineering team s in the process of experimenting more materials,
cutting pressures and guidelines. However the following are some of the materials
it cuts; fabric, papers—crepe and tissue, vinyl, cardstock, cork, leather, duct tape,
faux leather, chipboard, felt, adhesive foil among others( explained in the Cricut
Materials chapter)

Is there a difference in the Cricut Maker adaptive tool system with the Cricut
Explore smart cut technology?

The latter moves the mat inside and outside the machine and its carriage sideways
to allow for its fine point blade to cut through the materials by dragging through.
While the Cricut Maker's adaptive tool system lifts and turns the blades using the
gears of the tools by intelligently controlling the blade direction and cutting the
pressure to match the materials by enabling the rotary blades to cut through the
fabrics and the knife blades when cutting the thicker materials.

10.How does the Rotary cutter differ with the fabric blade?

11

Both, the rotary blade and the bonded fabric blade can be used by the Cricut
Maker. However the difference is that the rotary blade can cut through delicate
materials without a backing material while the rotary blade will need to use the
Adaptive tool system to perform the precision cutting experience.

.What's the Pink Mat and how can | use it?

The Pink Mat is useful for cutting fabrics as well as other delicate materials. It's
highly durable therefore strong which means it can withstand pressure when
cutting thin materials. Well you may be asking how comes it needs a strong
material whereas the material under cut is thin. The reason is because it takes a lot
of pressure when cutting delicate materials meaning it needs to stay flat on the
mat to resist the need to shift.



12.What do | get once | purchase the Cricut Maker?

Once you purchase the Cricut Maker you will get the following; warranty
information, Fine point black pen, USB cord, power cord, sample materials, rotary
blade, fine-tip blade, two mats.

13.Are blades and tools of the Cricut Maker and other predecessors
interchangeable?

Yes and No. The tools of the Cricut Maker can't be used in the Cricut Explore
machines however the blades of the Cricut Maker can be used by the Cricut Explore
machines. Simply the reason being the Cricut Maker came after the Cricut Explore
therefore the functionalities of the Cricut Explore differ with that the Cricut Maker
with the latter being more advanced compared to the Explore. It doesn't have the
drive gears that control the rotary blade and knife, for starters, and the pressure
required to operate these tools are simply not present in the Explore.

Here's one frustration | have heard often: "I wish they updated the Explore software
so | could benefit from these new tools as well, because | can’t buy a new machine
right now.” First of all, let's put aside the issue that technology is ever changing
and companies need to release new products to remain competitive and innovative.
The issue isn't with software. It's a hardware issue. When the Explore was released,
this hardware technology didn't exist. It took years to perfect the Maker, and



unfortunately, it isn't possible to just “update the Explore software”. It would
require a whole new hardware addition for every Explore user, and that’s just not
possible or realistic. (Still confused? It's the same as me wishing Apple would
“update” my iPhone 6 to have the amazing new camera capabilities of the 7+.)

14.Does the Cricut Maker have a Fast mode configuration?

Absolutely Yes, the machine has a fast mode alternative for writing and cutting up
to two times faster especially when using the Cardstock, Iron-on and Vinyl settings.

15. How does the Cricut Maker differ with its predecessors in terms of the
software?

Both are similar in terms of software because they use the Cricut Design space. This
means that all the Explore projects can be cut by the Cricut Maker where as some
project by Cricut Maker can be also be cut by the Cricut Explore as long as it
doesn't concern the rotary and knife blades.

16.How can | know if the Cricut Maker know that a blade has been loaded?

When you select the cut operation, the machine will first move the carriage to the
right side and it will scan the blade to discover which one has been installed in the
Cricut Maker.

17.What is the maximum thickness specification for my cutting materials when
working with Cricut Maker?

The maximum allowed thickness of the Cricut Maker is 2.4mm or 3/32" inches for
both the knife and rotary blades.

18.Does this machine need an internet connection?

Absolutely yes, The Cricut Maker machine is used with Design Space, which is a
cloud-based, online software. It does not function stand-alone. When using Design
Space on a desktop or laptop computer, an internet connection is required. When
using the machine with the Design Space app on an iOS device (iPad/iPhone), you
can use the offline feature in that app to use your machine and Design Space
without an internet connection.

19. How can | use the Cricut Maker where | lack access to a computer?



Unfortunately if you lack access to a computer the only option you have is to use
an IPad to access the design space. Other Android based tablets are not compatible

with the design space.

20.Does it need to fit in the Machine Tote?
Absolutely yes, the Cricut Maker doesn't need to fit inside the tweed Machine Tote.

21. Where can one obtain images for Cricut Projects?

With the internet, there are lots of sites you can obtain images for making that
Cricut Project a success for free. However, if you may need to obtain high quality
images to make that project a tremendous success you can consider the following
paid images sites; Etsy, Craft Bundles, So Fontsy. Additionally you can pay the
Cricut Access subscription fee to access lots of images and fonts from the Cricut’s
images library.

22.Where can | purchase the Cricut Maker machine?

The Cricut Maker machine can easily be purchased locally from available shops
and trusted dealers of Cricut Supplies but here are some of the favourite online
websites you can get the Cricut Maker; the official website—Cricut Online store,
Amazon and Michaels.

With its razor-sharp edge, piercing tip, and superior blade lock system, True Control
Knife gives you amazing precision and accuracy on a wide variety of materials. Twist,
click, push, pull. With the hands-free blade changing system, you'll never need to touch
a blade again. And the storage cartridge makes it easy to track and dispose of

SELF-HEALING MATS AND CUTTING RULERS

“Self-healing” cutting mats are made from independent tiny pieces pressed together to
create a solid cutting surface. When you cut on the mat using a rotary cutter, the blade
actually goes between the tiny pieces, separating them, and not cutting into the surface
as a whole unit. After the cut is made, the surface has a “memory” and closes back
together, thus it is referred to as “self-healing.” This is why it is very important to always
use a sharp blade in your rotary cutter. A dull blade can actually slice the mat because it
is not able to make that thin precise cut. In addition, always keep your cutter at a 90°
angle when cutting on the mat. It is easy to hold it slightly slanted instead of perfectly
perpendicular, even when using a rotary cutting ruler. The slanted cut can actually cut
the tiny pieces rather than separating them, leaving a gash in the mat.

Cricut Self-Healing Mats are measured up to perfection as they are extra-thick to keep
you on point for every project. And the protective guard of the Cutting Ruler keeps your
fingers clear of every cut.



Cricut self-healing mats are double-sided with large, easy-to-read numbers on wide 1"
border and multi-angled gridlines. They contain nearly 2X more self-healing material vs.
similar competitive mats. For use with rotary cutters and precision blades. Cricut self-
healing mats come 12"x12", 18"x24" and 24"x36". Also comes in three decorative prints.

Whenever you need to store your cutting mat between projects, never stand the mat
up, leaving it unsupported and bending. This can permanently misshape the mat and it
will no longer allow your cuts to be accurate. Never roll your mat. Store it laying down
(flat) is the best option. Make sure it is stored away from any sunlight or heat. Extreme
cold temperatures can also cause the mats to become brittle, so it is best to store a mat
in a temperature controlled environment. Some of the smaller mats can be placed in a
hanging organizer for easy storage.

There are five different cutting mat sizes for you to choose from. Select the mat size
that's right for you based on

1. What you're cutting.
2. How much space you have in your sewing or quilting room

.» 5-1/2" x 8-1/2" cutting mat — for foundation piecing, for use with rotary cutting
templates, and for working with miniaturese 8-3/4" x 11-3/4" cutting mat — it's a handy
size ideal for travel and crafting on the go; also nice for scrapbooking and other crafts.

« 12" x 18" Cutting Mat — ideal for use in quilting for cutting fat quarters and smaller
pieces of fabric; use it in smaller quilting and sewing spaces.

he Smart Set™ dial is a material selection dial that offers pre-defined settings to

get the best results on paper, vinyl, iron-on, cardstock, fabric, poster board and

more. The Smart Set™ dial eliminates the need to make manual pressure, depth

and speed adjustments. Additional materials can be found under the Custom
setting.

The Smart Set dial has calibrations to work best with Cricut® branded products. If
either settings do not cut all the way through the material or the blade is cutting too

deeply into your mat, use the half settings located between the material markings on
the dial which will increase or decrease the pressure.

SMART SET DIAL MATERIAL SETTINGS

1. Vinyl: Use for home décor vinyl. Produces a kiss cut. (A kiss cut is when the blade
just cuts the top layer of material and leaves the backing sheet uncut. This makes
it easier to weed out leftover pieces after the cut, and then use transfer tape to
apply.

2. Paper: Use for text-weight papers such as common computer paper.

3. Light Cardstock: Use for paper rated at 60 — 65 Ib. weights, a little heavier than
text-weight papers often found in patterned, printed or decorative papers.




4. Iron-on: Use for heat transfer vinyl. Produces a kiss cut. (A kiss cut is when the
blade just cuts the top layer of material and leaves the backing sheet uncut.)

5. Fabric: Use for lightweight cotton or cotton/polyester fabrics, which have been
backed with an iron-on adhesive interfacing. (Fabric backing required to cut
fabrics.)

6. Cardstock: Use for paper rated at 80 — 90 Ib. weights, such as playing cards or
most solid-colored crafting papers.

/. Fabric +: Use for mid-weight fabrics which have been backed with an iron-on

adhesive interfacing. The setting will perform a multi-cut, meaning it will cut
twice along the same lines. (Fabric backing required to cut fabric.

8. Poster board +: Use for heavier display boards. The setting will perform a multi-
cut, meaning it will cut twice along the same lines.

9. Poster board: Use for heavier materials such as display board used for signs or
school projects.

For an optimal cutting experience, we recommend using the Cricut® Deep Cut Blade
when cutting thicker materials such as heavy fabric, poster board, chipboard, magnet
board, and leather. The Deep Cut Blade can cut most materials up to 2mm in
thickness using the multi-cut feature.

CUSTOM SETTINGS

Besides using the seven preset material settings, you can also take advantage of the
Custom setting for even greater flexibility when working with various materials. Under
the Custom setting in Cricut Design Space™, you can select from predefined settings or
create your own.

But this sewing, embroidery and
quilting machine has more to offer especially with the rotary blade’s addition.

The Cricut Maker Welcome Book won't teach you a lot of things, but it will tell you a
little about the Maker. It's a good looking book, | can give it that much.

Under the tray that holds the book and the rotary cutter, you'll find the pen, warranty
and plugs. Cricut knows a little something about packaging. This is the most
thoughtful packaging you can experience, other than Apple products. Apple and Cricut
know a little something about delivering special items to you, don’t you think?

The Cricut Maker comes wrapped (and wrapped again, you'll see that in a minute) and
stuck with a little Cricut head sticker. Cute! The mats are behind the machine.

After you remove the first protective layer, you'll find your Cricut Maker wrapped in
clear plastic. | think that's pretty nice. Remove the Cricut Maker from the box, take off
the plastic and you're just about ready to get started.



?fricut Maker

You get one Fabric Mat and one Light Grip Mat. The Light Grip Cutting Mat (blue) and
Fabric Grip Cutting Mat (pink) will be under the bottom piece of the box. Note, the mats
may be slightly bent. They will flatten with time and are completely usable until they do
so.

Remove the white foam sheet and then remove the shrink wrapped plastic from around
the outside of the machine. To open, lift the lid, no buttons are necessary. Let the front
of the machine open naturally. Inside the machine, there is one last piece of packing
material to remove, it is found under the blade carriage.

You'll notice at this point that the white accessory holder is pre-installed in Clamp A (for
Accessories) and the blade with blade housing is installed in Clamp B (for Blades).

You are now ready to plug in your machine and hook it up to your computer. Locate the
power and USB cords.

The USB cord will have a square end, plug that into the back of your machine on the
left-hand side. The Cricut Logo will point downwards. The power cord has two pieces
that should come preassembled. If the two pieces are not attached, simply plug one end
into the other. The round end of the power cord plugs into the back of the machine on
the right-hand side.

The other end of the power cord has a standard, 2 prong, US power supply cord. Plug it
into an outlet or a power strip.
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Let's get started

Press the “Open” button on the left side of your Cricut. (The Cricut Maker doesn’t have
this button—just open the top lid and the rest will follow!) The doors will open slowly (I
love this). Remove the protective foam under your pen and blade holders.

Now that you are all unboxed and plugged in, the next step will entail the set-up of a
Design Space Account. See you then!

CHAPTER 9: MACHINE SETUP

POSITIONING THE MACHINE

Now that you have purchase the Cricut Machine Its recommended you put your new
Cricut machine somewhere close to your computer or where you'll be using a
connected device, such as your tablet. And you also need to be within range of a power
outlet. | set mine up on a set of shelves to the right of my desk, so it's actually within
arm’s reach. Not only because the Cricut Machine is dear to you as a crafter but also
because do need to be near it to load and unload mats and press the buttons.

Having the Cricut to one side or another of you — or even behind you — is ideal. If you
can, keep it within arm’s reach — you will thank yourself later for this! You also need
space in front of and behind the Cricut for the mats to move in and out of, at least 10"
in both directions.

Another thing to consider is the surface you place the Cricut machine onto. This can be
a small detail to ignore but experience Cricut Machine owners will tell you it's a factor
worth considering. | did NOT consider this, but now that I've used mine for a while |
know better. If the Cricut sits on the edge of the shelf. When loading mats, they will just
hang down because there is no flat surface directly in front of the machine. Sometimes
this can make the material on my mat unhappy. And when the mats unload, they will at
times fall onto the floor — again, because there isn't a surface in front of the machine.
So, if you can, set it up so that there is a flat surface of at least 10" in front of your
machine. But if doing this means you have to move your Cricut far away, don't do it —
having it across the room will just drive you nuts!

You also need at least 10 inches above the top of your machine. You will also need
some room to open the lid and put in things like pens and a scoring stylus.

WINDOWS/MAC

Completing machine setup automatically registers the machine to your account. To set
up your Cricut Explore, Explore One, Explore Air, Explore Air 2, or Cricut Maker machine,
follow these steps:

1. Plug in the machine and power it on.



Connect the machine to your computer with the USB cord or pair it via Bluetooth.
Go to design.cricut.com/setup in your browser.

Follow the on-screen instructions to sign in or create your Cricut ID.

Download and install the Design Space plugin when prompted (help article).

You will know the setup is complete when you are prompted to make your first
project.
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Tip: Your machine is automatically registered during machine setup. If you did not
complete setup when you connected your machine to your computer for the first
time, re-connect your machine, go to design.cricut.com/setup or select New
Machine Setup through the Design Space account menu, and follow the on-screen
prompts.

ANDROID/IOS

Completing machine setup automatically registers the machine to your account. To set
up your Cricut Explore, Explore One, Explore Air, Explore Air 2, or Cricut Maker machine,
follow these steps:

Pair your Android or iOS device with Cricut machine via Bluetooth.

Download and install the Design Space app (help article).

Launch the app, then sign in or create a Cricut ID.

Tap the menu and select Machine Setup & App Overview.

Follow the on-screen prompts to complete setup.

PAIRING THE CRICUT MACHINE USING BLUETOOTH.

To do
this, power on your Cricut by pressing the round power button on the top right side of
your Cricut. Now open your Bluetooth settings on your computer or device (you may

Get Started

The following screen has you hook your machine up with the USB cord and turn the
power on to your machine. Once it does this it immediately recognized your machine.

After it recognized the Cricut machine it will prompt you to download the software. It
typically takes about five minutes to fully install the software.



For your new Cricut, you will also need to have an online account so you can use Cricut’s
Design Studio which is the operating software for Cricut machines. The software
supports only newer machines which are Explore, Explore One, Explore Air 1 and 2 and
new Cricut maker machine.

Did you know you don't really need a machine to have an account in DS? Yes, you are
going to need the machine to cut things out, but you don't necessarily have to have it
to play around with the images and software. So if you have just bought a new machine,
it may be a great idea to dive into the DS so that when your Cricut arrive at your front
door you will know a little better about what to do next. Just as any other skill, Cricut
crafting also have a learning path and learning to use DS before you have the machine
might make it a little easier.

To create an account, go to www.cricut.com/setup and click on the green get started
button. Next, a screen with a plug-in download appears. Click Download. When
downloaded, open or run it by double-clicking on it. (If you cannot find it, it should be
in your download folder on your computer). Cricut installer will appear, click next, read
and accept the agreement and then click Install button. When the installation is
complete, click done in installer window and then continue button in the browser. You
will be redirected to a Cricut log in screen. If you already have Cricut ID account, then
just log in. If this is your first time, you will need to sign up first.

You only need one ID account for your Cricut. Even if you have multiple machines, they
all can be run through one account. If you purchase digital image through Cricut site,
the image will be uploaded to the account you purchased it under and can't be used it
in other accounts.

To create Cricut ID account click create Cricut ID button, fill in required details and
accept the terms of use. Make sure your details are correct because if you ever buy
physical goods from the Cricut site, they will need a correct delivery address.

Some of the newly purchased machines come with a free trial. The trial will start when
you first connect the machine to the computer.

To easily open the design space you can just go to www.cricut.com and click the design
in the top of the site or simply click the Cricut app icon that should have been installed
on your computer after the Cricut app installation process.

You are going to adore your Cricut machine once you get to know it more. DS is a
pretty much simplified graphic program so if you get stuck, don't get frustrated. To
learn all in DS will take some time, but once you master it, it sure will be worth it.

2. Select Download. During the download, the screen will change. This will be a
little different with every browser. Google Chrome is used in this example.

< What is the difference between physical and digital cartridges?

Cricut uses the term "cartridge" to refer to image sets in general. Cartridges (or
Image Sets) are groups of images that are related by a theme. Many cartridges are
available in both physical and digital formats. Some physical cartridges have been
retired, but the digital versions may still be available for purchase on Cricut.com.
There are also some image sets that have been released only in digital form.

The library has a subscription to Cricut Access which provides free unlimited access to
over 30,000 images and 370 fonts to customize and cut for projects. The subscription
also comes with over 1000 projects including cards, gift boxes, wall art, decals, party
favours, and much more. These projects are ready to cut and can be sent directly to the
Cricut.

CRICUT ACCESS

Cricut Access is a paid membership that gives you instant access to an amazing and
giant library filled with over 90.000 images, hundreds of fonts, and ready to cut projects.

Depending on the plan you have you can get other benefits like discounts on licensed
images, fonts, and physical products.

Cricut Access is better than ever with Unlimited choices, Jaw-dropping benefits.
100,000+ images. Hundreds of fonts. An ever-growing collection of ready-to-make
projects. And deep, exclusive discounts on everything Cricut. It's all yours for the taking,
but only with a Cricut Access plan. Unlimited access on 1000s of images, fonts, and
projects. The more you make, the more you save.

Cricut Access plans may be purchased through Cricut.com or through Cricut Design
Space on a computer or mobile device (iOS or Android). To access this option through
the mobile apps, be sure they're completely up to date (v3.0.0 for Android, v4.0.0 for
i0S).

The difference between Cricut Design Space and Cricut Access is that the first one is the
FREE software where you upload your projects, touch them up, and finally send to your
Cricut Machine to be cut. And the second one is a paid membership full of graphics,
fonts, and ready to cut projects that can be used within the Cricut Design Space.

Even if you don't have a Cricut Access membership you are able to see and use all of the
graphics that they offer inside Cricut Design Space. However, you will need to pay for
those digital files when you send your project to be cut.

Note: Cricut Access plan availability varies based on your platform and country.

What's in the Cricut Access

There are currently three levels of Cricut Access subscriptions: Cricut Access Font, Cricut
Access Standard and Cricut Access Premium .

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Cricut Access Fonts- The fonts subscription is the least expensive option. It costs $59.88
if paid annually ($4.99 a month) or $6.99 a month paid monthly. It gives you access to
over 400 fonts.

It is a great option because other than buying whole image sets, fonts are the most
expensive to purchase (usually $4.99 or $6.99 each). Of course, you can also use any
system fonts from your computer or device for free, but there are some really cute fonts
by Cricut! It is also so much easier than downloading and installing system fonts.

PURCHASING IMAGES

When you are within Design Space there will be basic free images, but the rest will have
a price. You can design and create within Design Space as much as you would like for
free, but when you go to actually cut it will prompt you to pay for any images that
weren't free or you don't already own.

You can purchase each image as you use it, but if it is a theme, you will use a lot it may
be cheaper to purchase the whole “cartridge” or set. Individual images are usually
around .99 and it is important to note that once you purchase an image it is yours. You
can use it whenever and however you want, and will never lose access to it.

UPLOADING IMAGES TO THE DESIGN SPACE

Did you know you don't even have to use Cricut images at all? Design Space gives you
the ability to upload images in a variety of file types. The most common is an SVG
(scalable vector). SVGs are very popular since both Cricut and Silhouette users can use
them.

Select and size your design in Design Space.

Place material on StandardGrip mat with the adhesive facing you, and shiny
(liner) side facing the mat. Load mat into the machine and press flashing Go
button.

When the cut is complete, weed your image. Use a weeding tool to remove
excess iron-on from in and around your design, leaving the design on the clear
liner.

Instead of weeding individual iron-on dots, you'll weed
away the liner that carries the dots.

Grab an edge of the top liner and peel away
from image (warm peel). Leave the second liner in place.

5. To free the second liner from your design, use your weeding tool to gently lift an
edge away from the image. Then use your fingers to peel the liner from the image
(warm peel).

Tip: Use one hand to hold your base material in place as you peel away the second
liner.






Note: If you see a mosaic piece start to lift from the project surface, replace the first
(top) liner over the image and apply heat for an additional 10-15 seconds.
